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School Dress Code Policy 2
WOODVILLE
The agreed School Dress Code consists of: PRIMARY SCHOOL
e Navy blue windcheater or navy-blue bomber jacket with school logo
e Woodville Primary School polo shirt (short or long sleeve) with striped collar and school logo
(long sleeve navy shirt may be worn under school uniform)
e Woodville House sport colour polo shirt
e Navy blue shorts with school logo
e Navy blue gabardine shorts
e Navy skort (combination of both a short and a skirt)
e Navy blue track pant — plain (no stripes or designer labels)
e Navy blue gabardine pant
e Navy blue rain-proof lined jacket with Woodville school logo
e Navy blue wide brimmed, bucket hat — compulsory for all outside activities during terms 1 and 4
e Navy blue/House sport colour bucket hat
e Navy blue woollen beanie
e Navy blue scarf — outside only during colder months
e School dress
e White, navy blue or black socks
e Navy tights or bike shorts may be worn under school dress only
e Shoes (runners — predominantly black or white only or black school shoes or boots)
e Year Six students - Special Year Six windcheater and/or polo top
e Navy blue headscarf/hijab

Note: Any form of leggings or hot pants are not acceptable. Bike shorts and navy tights are not
acceptable when worn on their own.

Accessories:

e Minimal amounts of jewellery (earrings -sleepers/studs and watches are permitted and religious
pendants worn inside clothing)

e Body piercings are NOT permitted

¢ Nails to be kept clear of nail polish and artificial nails not to be worn

e Make-up is not to be worn at school.

Hairstyles must be appropriate for school and apply for both male and female students:

e Natural hair colours — coloured/dyed hair is not acceptable.

e Appropriate hairstyles e.g., Mohawks, shaved patterns/designs in hair are not acceptable
e Shoulder length hair must be always tied back (Navy, black or hair-coloured hair ties)

e All clothing articles should be clearly marked with the student’s name.
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
